FLOWER CRAFTS

TULIP FLOWERS

Materials needed: 3 cardboard egg cups, 6" square piece of green craft foam, Toothpick, Scissors,
3 green chenille stems, Acrylic paint: pink, red and light blue, 6" x 3" piece of light purple tissue paper,
6" x 3" piece of yellow tissue paper, 6" x 3" piece of blue tissue paper

Directions : Cut out three egg cups and trim them down. Cut into a pretty shape by cutting wide "V"
shapes into the sides of the cups. Paint one of the egg cups red, one pink, and the last one light blue.
Set aside to dry. Cut each piece of tissue paper in half so that you now have two 3"x3" squares of
each color. Set aside. Cut 4" long almond shaped leaves from the green craft foam. Use a toothpick
to poke a hole in the center of each leaf. Trim flowers into an hour glass type shape. Poke a chenille
stem into the hole in the center of the leaf. Repeat for the other two leaves. Poke a hole in the bottom
of each egg cup. Insert the top of the chenille stem into the hole in the egg cup. Pull the egg cup about
a fourth of the way down the chenille stem. Insert the top of the chenille stem into the center of the
two tissue paper squares. Push the egg cup up to the tissue paper. The tissue paper will tuck inside
the egg cup. Bend the end of the chenille into the tissue paper to hold everything in place. Adjust leaf
by moving it up or down until it's where you want it.

FLOWER CROWN

Materials needed: A paper plate, colored construction paper or tissue paper, paint, markers, or
crayons, scissors, glue, Optional - glitter, crepe paper or other ribbons

Directions: Cut aslit through the center of the paper plate, leaving about an inch at the edges of the
plate. Cut three more slits (pizza pie shaped). Bend the triangles formed by the cuts upwards,
forming leaf-like shapes. Paint the crown light green). Let the paint dry. Cut out some construction
paper or tissue paper flowers for your hat. Glue flowers to the crown. Decorate it with glitter and/or
staple two long ribbons of crepe paper to your beautiful hat.

DAFFODIL FLOWERS

Materials needed: 9" paper plate, Foam coffee cup, scissors, Pencil, Yellow and green craft paint
paintbrush, 12" x %4" strip of cardboard (cereal box works well), White craft glue

Directions: Cut off the top of the coffee cup -- you want the remaining cup to be about 2" high. Turn
the cup over and trim the bottom so the sides are even. Use a pencil to draw a simple star on the back
of the paper plate. Cut the star out of the plate, rounding the arms of the star as you cut. Paint the
inside of the cup and the star yellow. When dry, paint the outside of the cup yellow as well. From the
paper plate scraps, cut 4 leaves. Glue the leaves to the cardboard strip (stem). When glue is dry, paint
leaves and stems green. Glue the yellow star to the top of the stem and glue the yellow cup to the
center of the star. Allow all to dry.

CRAFT STICK ROSEBUD PICTURE FRAME

Materials needed: 8 Craft Sticks, 3 Small Oval Woodsies (flat wooden pre-cut shapes), 3 Medium
Oval Woodsies, 2 Medium Tear Drop Woodsies, 4 Small Tear Drop Woodsies, Tacky Glue, Paint
or Markers, Photo, Low Temp Glue Gun (to glue on the easel)

Directions: Paint pieces and set aside to dry. Assemble craft sticks into a square shape with tacky

glue. Let dry. Assemble Woodsies into a flower shape. Glue onto frame. Trim cardboard to cover
the back of the frame. Run a bead of glue along bottom and both sides of cardboard. Leaving top
open to slide in photo. Secure to back of frame.

PAPER STRIP FLOWERS

Materials needed: Paper (Two colors), ruler, scissors, Glue, Button

Directions: Cut 2-1inch strips x 12” from each sheet of paper. Cut more if you plan on doing multiple
flowers. Take one strip and place the side you want showing face down. Fold the one edge to the
middle of the strip to make a loop with the paper, repeat with the other edge. Glue the edges down to
the center of the strip so that it overlaps slightly. You will end up with three layers of paper in the
center with a loop on either side. Repeat the process with the second sheet of paper in the same
color. Take one looped paper and place a dab of glue on the middle. Firmly place the second looped

paper onto the first to create a “t” with the two papers. Repeat steps 2 to 7 with the other paper. Glue
the two “t's” together the same way that you did the individual papers. You will want the papers to be
diagonal to each other to give the look of a full flower. Using the white glue, attach your embellishment
to the flower and you are ready to use for decorations.

COFFEEFILTERFLOWERS

What you'll need: Basket coffee filters, Water color paints, Water, Paintbrush, Scissors, Green
chenille stems (1 per flower)

Directions: Flatten coffee filter onto work surface . Paint coffee filter with watercolor paint. Thin the
paint more in some areas to make the color lighter. Use whatever combination of colors you like. Let
Fringe the ends in thin strips (leaving the center whole) to make the flower that resembles a pom
pom. Or cut thicker strips, about 1” wide each, to make a petal flower or don’t cut the filter at all to
make arose. Insert the large piece of green chenille into the center of the coffee filter about 1.5” in.
Hold onto the small end and turn the flower upside down so that the long end of the chenille is sticking
up. Grasp the center of the coffee filter and gather it around the small end of the chenille.

Twist the smaller piece of chenille around the gathered filter to secure the flower in place. Turn the
flower back over and fluff the petals as needed.

BLOOMING N’ GLOWING FLOWERS

When you press flowers and leaves, they become thinner and light can shine through them. Using
pressed flowers or leaves, decoupage to a votive cup and cover with tissue paper.

Materials needed: Pressed Leaves or Flowers, Votive Cup, Tissue Paper, Decoupage Solution*,
brushes

Directions: Press flowers and leaves . Tear off the straight edges from a sheet of tissue paper and tear
the paper into small pieces. Brush the outside of the votive cup with decoupage solution*. Arrange
pressed flowers and leaves all around the glass. Brush on more glue and lay the pieces of paper on the
glass, overlapping the edges. Keep adding paper and glue until the entire glass is covered.

*substitute a solution of equal parts of white glue and water

FLOWER GAMES

FINDING FLOWERS.

Play like the old-fashioned "London Bridge."

Two children with joined hands stand opposite each other, and the rest form aring and pass under
the raised hands, while they repeat, "We're seeking a pansy, a pansy, a pansy, We've found one here."
As they say "here," the raised hands close around the child who was passing by, and "Pansy" takes the
place of the one who caught her, and she names some other flower which is to be found, and the
game goes on as before, substituting that flower for pansy. Then it continues until all the flowers are
"found."

SPOOL FLOWERHUNT.

Gather together as many spools as possible, marking each with a separate letter, which, when put
together, will form the name of some flower, such as: rose, violet, daisy, pansy, etc. Stand all the
spools in a row, those forming names standing together. The gardener, gathers up all the spools and
hides them in all the corners and out-of-the-way places in the room, only one spool being in each
place. When all are hidden, the children are summoned in to hunt for the flowers.

The objectis to find such spools as form a name. As the spools are found, the children see if the
letters on them spell a flower. When the hunt is over, the one having the most complete sets of
flowers is the winner.

FLOWER, FLOWER, BEE
Played just like Duck, Duck, Goose.

FLOWER SNIFF
Show a selection of live flowers that have different fragrances. Let them smell each flower and make a
chart of their favorite flower smell.

FLOWER SNACKS

FRUITY FLOWERS

Ingredients: Sliced strawberries, bananas, pears, apples, and melon

Cut flower into oval and circular shapes. Create flowers on their plates. After their artwork has been
recognized, they may eat it.

EDIBLE FLOWERPOTS

Ingredients: ice cream cones (flat bottom), chocolate ice cream, candy flower sprinkles, Reese’s cup
ice cream topping

Directions: Use ice cream cones to represent flower pots. Use two scoops of chocolate ice cream for
dirt and put in your "edible flower pot". Put Reese’s in the chocolate ice cream to represent seeds.
Place candy flower sprinkles on top of the chocolate ice cream to look like the seeds have bloomed.

FLOWER CRACKER SNACK

Ingredients: large package cream cheese, % pound shredded American cheese. Optional: peanut
butter or drained crushed pineapple

Directions: Soften cream cheese and American cheese. Mix together. Putaround scoopinthe
center of a paper plate. (You could also use Peanut butter or cream cheese mixed with drained
crushed pineapple). Arrange five round shaped crackers around the "flower" center.

SUNSHINE FLOWER

Ingredients: Oranges and strawberries

Slice orange cross wise into circle slices and place in the middle of a plate. Slice the strawberries,
banana slices, etc. and place around the edge of the orange to make a flower. You can add
blueberries, banana slices, raisins or dried cranberries for facial features

FLOWER CRAFTS

PLASTIC BAG FLOWERS

Materials needed: Cotton buds (Q-tips), Plastic drinking straws (the ones you can bend are good),
Thin colored plastic bags, grocery shopping bags work well (a lot of them), Scissors

Directions: Cut a cotton bud in half to make two flower centers. Fold the plastic bags to get 4 layers of
film (you can experiment with more or less layers later). Push a half cotton bud (shaft first) into the
middle of the film and wrap it round. Give the film a twist to tighten it round the cotton bud shaft.

Push the plastic film and half cotton bud into a plastic straw as firmly and as far as possible. If part way
in the cotton bud shaft goes through the film, that is fine. You really need to get the head of the cotton
bud to jamin the top of the straw. Trim away the excess plastic film forming a rough circle centered
on the cotton bud. The scissors tend to stick the film together; so starting at the top separate each
layer and twist around the head of the cotton bud. A little extra trimming with the scissors and hand
shaping will complete the bloom. Tips: Cut away the seams and handles of the plastic bags before
you start folding. Use pinking shears when trimming for a little added variation. Drop a bit of perfume
on the cotton buds with an eye dropper. The milky white plastic bags make beautiful white roses.
Combine them with yellow to make daffodils.

TERRARIUM NECKLACE

Materials Needed: CLEAR Film Container, Cotton Balls, Yarn, Flower Seeds, Screw Eye Hook
Instructions: Put two-four cotton balls into the container. Tuck a few seeds between the cotton balls
and the outside of the container, so that you can see them. Large seeds work best. (Peas, Cantaloupe,
etc) Add a few drops of water, just until cotton balls are damp, but not soaked and not enough to
puddle water on bottom of container. Use a screw-eye with a medium size eye on it and screw it
through the center of the lid. Put the lid on the container tightly. Braid three pieces of yarn long
enough to go around the child's neck and slip over the head. Thread yarn through the screw eye and
tieinacircle. Plant the grown plant into starter pots when they get too big for the container, or
outside into the garden.

CD FLOWERPUPPET

Materials needed: Paper Plate, CD, Craft Glue, Large Wiggle Eyes, Pom-pom, Scrap of Felt or
Construction Paper, Old Sock - Preferably Green, Scissors

Instructions: Cut around the edge of the paper plate to make petal shapes. Glue the CD onto the
center of the paper plate. Glue the pom-pom over the hole in the center of the CD. Glue on the wiggle
eyes and use a scrap of felt or paper to make a mouth. For the final touch, apply a generous amount
of glue to the back of your flower. Gently press the foot part of the sock onto the glue. Set aside to dry
completely. Once the glue is dry, you can slip your hand into the sock and create your puppet!

FLOWER PRESSING

Go on awalk and collect some flowers. In order to preserve their beauty, you can press the flowers. To
preserve the flowers they need to be completely dried out. Choose two or three flowers to preserve.
Arrange the flowers face down on a sheet of newspaper without overlapping. Cover the flowers with
another piece of newspaper. Carefully place them inside a heavy book such an old telephone
directory. Allow flowers to dry for at least two weeks.



FELT FLOWERPINS

Materials: Stiff felt, Disappearing fabric marker (optional), Craft glue, Pin backs, Decorations, such as
seed beads and buttons (optional)

Instructions: For each pin, use scissors to cut two to four flowery shapes from the felt, choosing
designs and colors that layer nicely. (Tip: use a disappearing fabric marker to sketch the shapes first.)
Stack and glue together the felt pieces, then glue the corsage to its pin. For extra flair, embellish your

pin with beads or a button.

FLOWER GAMES

WORD CHALLENGE

How many words can you make from the following words?
FLOWER PETAL POLLINATION
FLOWER CREATOR

Create your own flower. What color would it be? What shape? Include all the important parts:
Petals, Sepals, Pistil, Stigma, Ovary, Stem. Draw, paint or sculpture you new flower.

ROSE GUESS.
Take a full blown rose and hold it up where all can see it, have girls write on a slip of paper how many
petals they think are in the rose. Then count the petals. Any flower with many petals, can be used.

FLOWERBINGO

Identify different flower types with this game. Cut out pictures of roses, daisies, geraniums,
sunflowers, carnations, lilacs, tulips, crocuses and other flowers from magazines. (Challenge children
by using pictures of less common flowers, like heliotrope or trillium). Make several photocopies of
each flower picture. Print blank Bingo cards. Glue photocopied photos to the cards, ensuring that no
two cards have all the same flowers. Glue original flower cutouts to slips of paper. Write the name of
the flower on each slip. Fold the paper and store in a plastic sandwich bag. Use buttons or small
squares of scrap paper to cover squares during the game. To play the game, select one girl to be the
"caller." The other girls pick a Bingo card. The caller picks a slip from the plastic bag and calls out the
flower name. If a girl has the flower on her Bingo card, she covers it with a button or square of scrap
paper. The caller pulls another slip of paper from the bag and gives the name of that flower. Play
continues until one child wins the game by covering all spaces on the card.

FLOWER SNACKS

FLOWER COOKIES

Ingredients: Store-bought flower shaped butter cookies, vanilla frosting, food dye
Instructions: Tint vanilla frosting in pastel shades. Frost the flower cookies.

SUNFLOWER BISCUITS

Ingredients: can refrigerator biscuits, sunflower seeds, egg yolks (beaten),

Instructions: Divide biscuits into 2 layers, then clip around each round part ,way in, to make the petals.
Press shelled sunflower seeds into the center of the flower. Brush with beaten egg yoke to give a
sunny hue. (optional) Serve with pineapple preserves and orange juice for a garden party snack.

FLOWER CRACKERS

Ingredients: Round crackers, Soft cream cheese - plain or cheese cake flavor, Small seedless grapes
(green orred) cut in half, Raspberries or blueberries

Directions: Spread crackers with cream cheese. Top each cracker with 6 grape halves to resemble
flower petals. Place a raspberry or blueberry in the center. Substitutions: Use a mini marshmallow for
the center. Raspberries or blueberries can also be used for the petals.

Savory version: Use Ritz crackers. Spread regular or chive cream cheese on the crackers. Make flower
petals with pepper strips (red, yellow or orange), cucumber slices or halved grape tomatoes. Use a
small round carrot slice for the center of the flower.

CRAFTS

CLAY BOUQUET

Materials: For flowers: air dry clay (use red, orange and purple for petals and green for receptacle
(green cup around bottom of the flower crown), Green chenille stems, For vase: yogurt cup, Acrylic
paint, brush, Ribbon, Stickers, Marbles or pebbles or anything heavy to put inside the cup (to make the
vase stable)

Directions: Mold the roses. Make “sausage”, flatten, roll. Make six petals — take small clay balls, flatten,
pinch on one side, connect around the crown. To make a receptacle (cup), make a ball, flatten itinto a
pancake, Pierce chenille stem in the middle of “pancake”, put on the rose, adjust a cup. Put the roses
in the glass or cup to dry, meanwhile prepare a vase: Paint yogurt cup, let it dry. Decorate it with
stickers, gems, sequins, or draw anything you want with permanent markers. Tie a ribbon around for
decoration. Fill the cup with something heavy — marbles, pebbles or coins, put the roses into a new
vase.

PENCIL DECORATION FLOWER CRAFT

Materials needed: Construction paper, gift wrap (2-sided is best), or any paper, Scissors, Tape,

A pencil, Markers (optional)

Directions: Cut a long strip of paper (about the size of half a piece of notebook paper). If the paperis
plain, decorate it with markers (on both sides). Fold the paper in half, and then in half again. Cuta
series of slits in the folded paper - do not cut all the way through to the ends, leave a small section
uncut. Unfold the paper. Tape one end of the uncut portion to the eraser end of the pencil. Roll the
paper around the pencil. When you've rolled it all, tape the end of the paper to the pencil. Gently push
the pieces of paper away from the eraser, making it look like a flower.

JUST DAISIES oo .l 0% .0 0% .4 .0%
This technique creates a solid chain of daisies without stems. It makes a ... ... ... ...
somewhat more substantial piece of jewelry than the simple daisy chain.

Materials needed: 2 colors size 11 seed beads, nylon thread (dental floss), size 12 needle, clasp ‘
Directions: start with as long a piece of doubled thread as you can handle. Wax it after you thread -
your needle because you want the two sides to stick together. You may either add the clasp now, or N
leave along enough tail to add it later. Pick up 6 dark beads and tie them in a loop. Pick up one light . Hackoarth 01596
bead and go through the upper right hand bead on the other side of the loop. Pick up 2 light

beads and go up through the two dark beads on the right hand side of your first flower and back

down through the two light beads you just added. Pick up 4 more light beads and go down y \/’\
though the top bead of the two light beads added previously forming a loop. ¢ ¢
Pick up 1dark bead and pass your needle through the top of the second of the two light beads L Jk_’
on the right hand side of the loop. As you can see, both the light and the dark daisies are £ Hackarth ©19%

created in essentially the same way except for the position of your thread at the start and the

bead you go through when adding the center bead. These positions alternate each time. When I
adding the center bead, always go through the bead diagonal to the bead you are coming out of.

This is actually very intuitive when you've got the beads in your hands. Just continue this E Hackbarth ©15%
pattern until you reach the length you want and add your clasp. Loop back through a couple of daisies

to hide the end and provide extra security.



SEASHELL BOUQUET CRAFT

Materials Needed: Olive or Bubble Sea Shells (can be purchased at a craft store),
Artificial Roses with leaves, Hot Glue Gun and Glue Sticks, Paint (optional),
Scissors

Instructions: Pick out the most colorful shells and set aside. Paint your shells if you
like. Carefully pick the roses off of the stems. After removing the old rose blooms,
use a hot glue gun and put a sea shell in its place. Make as many as you desire.

You can put these in a vase - they look amazingly real. Arrange them in a picture
frame for a wall grouping or just a single picture to brighten up aroom

DECORATIVE FABRIC FLOWERS

Materials needed: Fabric scraps, Needle, Thread, wooden skewers or chopsticks, Heavy duty glue,
Measuring tape

Instructions: Cut up the fabric scraps into 2" x 4" rectangles (or larger). Stack the rectangles so that
they overlap at the mid-point. Thread the needle and put it once through the midpoint of the stacked
rectangles, to keep them in place. Fan out the scraps so that they form a round flower shape, and
